This is the text inside the session header. This is
how you change the text color.

This code will override the default styling, and allow
a Session Title to wrap across multiple lines.

There are a number of sections with contain links to
various things. At the top of the list is a header bar.
Changing the color of a link list header requires
another line of code . You may want to change both
the color and text-shadow.

There are occasionally action links that appear to
the right of the header text. For example, we might
have a “Create” or “new” link.

Polls are a special kind of link list but can be
overridden similarly.

This is the “Create Poll” button that moderators can
see. You may also need to change the left border
color.

Attendees see these instructions when polls are
visible.

Social Q&A are a special kind of link list but can be
overridden similarly.

This is the “Ask” button that attendees can see. You
may also need to change the left border color;

Attendees see these instructions when Social Q&A
is visible.
